PDFs of ads that bleed should be saved by 
including the bleed without crop marks. No color bars or other printer information. Color images should 
be in CMYK mode at a minimum of 300 dpi and should not exceed 288% ink density. Go to angelusnews.

Magazine Trim/Crop

Bleed:  
Area that extends outside of trim or crop  that 
gives the printer a small amount of space to ac-
count for movement of the paper when on the 
press.

Trim or Crop:  
Trim size represents the final dimensions of the 
printed piece and or your ad. Crop marks are 
used to indicate where the trim or edge of the 
printed piece will be. 

Live Area:  
This is an area inside the trim. Also known as 
the safe area is a smaller dimension than your 
final ad size and is important to pay attention 
to because this is where you should place your 
most important information within your design.
Any content outside of this area is at risk of 
being cut off!
