As we journey through this Lenten Season, the Lord Jesus calls us to devote ourselves
to prayer, fasting and almsgiving. Our Development and Peace organization, Caritas Canada,
offers us practical ways to respond to this Gospel appeal. This year’s Share Lent theme,
“Together for Peace,” echoes Pope Francis’s desire that we “strive to build lasting peace in the
world, and to arm ourselves and our children with the weapons of dialogue.”
