“Touch me and
see.” You do see.

Appearing before the disciples, Jesus gave them precisely what they needed for the next phase of
their mission. He reassured and strengthened them by replacing their fear and uncertainty with
peace and joy. He made the Scriptures intelligible to them so that they’d be able to pass on his wis-
dom.

Why do fear and doubt arise in our hearts when Jesus calls us to something new? His death was
the ultimate proof that his love for us knows no bounds. Just as he prepared the disciples for their
mission, so will he prepare us for ours.
