He
distinguishes himself from the bad shepherd, or hired hand
who puts his own interests ahead of the sheep’s well-being.
The hireling does not own the sheep, he does not know the
sheep individually, and does not love the sheep, therefore
he has no qualms about abandoning the sheep in the face of
peril. Jesus on the other hand owns the sheep, having
bought us with his own blood. We are his prized possession.
He also knows us individually and calls us each by name. In
this intimacy of knowing and being known personally by
Jesus there is great assurance and peace.
