OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY,

MOTHER OF THE CHURCH!
On Saturday, March 3, 2018, Pope Francis
declared that, henceforward, the Monday after
| Pentecost Sunday (this coming Monday,
May 21st!) will be celebrated as the Memorial of
the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of the Church.
The Holy Father’s wish for this new feast day is
that it will foster Marian piety and the maternal sense of the
Church. In his letter of decree, Cardinal Sarah, head of the
Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the
Sacraments, wrote, “... Mary is the mother of the members of
Christ, because with charity she cooperated in the rebirth of the
faithful into the Church”. Cardinal Sarah pointed out that Mary’s
mission began in the Upper Room as she prayed with the Apostles
in anticipation of the coming of the Holy Spirit, as her Son had
promised. Pentecost was the birth of the Church —the Mystical
Body of Christ. As mother of Christ, the Head of the Church, she
also is the Mother of the Church.
