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rother Francis and an elder monk, while walking down

a muddy road by the river came upon a lovely young

girl dressed in fine silk, who was afraid to cross be-
cause of the flood and the mud. “Come on, girl,” said Brother
Francis. And he picked her up in his strong arms, and carried her
across the river. The two monks walked on in silence till they
reached the monastery. Then the elder monk couldn't bear it any
longer. “Monks shouldn't go near young girls, ” he said,
“certainly not beautiful ones like that one! Why did you do it?”
Brother Francis replied, “Dear brother, I put the girl down across
the river bank, but you have brought her into the monastery.”

In these two monks we see two often conflicting ap-
proaches to Christian spirituality: avoidance and involvement.

The spirituality of avoidance emphasizes the devout
fulfilment of pious religious obligations, and shuns away from
those regarded as sinners for fear of being contaminated. It aims
at keeping unstained by the world, not at changing or making a
difference.

The spirituality of involvement, on the other hand, em-
phasizes active solidarity with sinners, who are often perceived
as the untouchables of the world. It extends a helping hand to
them, believing that it is better to light a candle than to curse the
darkness.

Balance in Christian spirituality consists in reconciling these
two tendencies and bringing them into harmony.

As James tells us, "Religion that is pure and undefiled before God is this:
tocare for - orphans and widows in their distress, and to keep oneself unstained
by the world" (gemes 1-27). This is the spirit of true religion.

Jesus focused on the spirituality of inclusion.
Unmistakably He says: “Listen all of you, and understand:
there is nothing outside a person that by going in can defile,
but the things that come out are what defile" @ 7.44-15).
This single sentence Jesus demolishes religious homophobia,
and the fear and avoidance of people who are different from us.
Let us take a look at our spiritual orientation. Do we cultivate a
spirituality of avoidance or embrace involvement?
Today's Gospel challenges us to
