Today’s Gospel: Mark 10:17-30 As he was setting out on a
journey, a man ran up and knelt before him, and asked him,
“Good Teacher, what must | do to inherit eternal
life?” Jesus said to him, “Why do you call me good? No one
is good but God alone. You know the commandments: ‘You
shall not murder; You shall not commit adultery; You shall
not steal; You shall not bear false witness; You shall not
defraud; Honor your father and mother.”” He said to him,
“Teacher, | have kept all these since my youth.” Jesus,
looking at him, loved him and said, “You lack one thing; go,
sell what you own, and give the money to the poor, and you
will have treasure in heaven; then come, follow me.” When
he heard this, he was shocked and went away grieving, for
he had many possessions. Then Jesus looked around and
said to his disciples, “How hard it will be for those who have
wealth to enter the kingdom of God!” And the disciples
were perplexed at these words. But Jesus said to them
again, “Children, how hard it is to enter the kingdom of
God! It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a
needle than for someone who is rich to enter the kingdom
of God.” They were greatly astounded and said to one
another, “Then who can be saved?” Jesus looked at them
and said, “For mortals it is impossible, but not for God; for
God all things are possible.”

Vangelo di Oggi: Marco 10,17-30 » In quel tempo, mentre
Gesu andava per la strada, un tale gli corse incontro e,
gettandosi in ginocchio davanti a lui, gli domando: «Maestro
buono, che cosa devo fare per avere in eredita la vita
eterna?». Gesu gli disse: «Perché mi chiami buono? Nessuno
€ buono, se non Dio solo. Tu conosci i comandamenti: “Non
uccidere, non commettere adulterio, non rubare, non
testimoniare il falso, non frodare, onora tuo padre e tua
madre”». Egli allora gli disse: «Maestro, tutte queste cose le
ho osservate fin dalla mia giovinezza». Allora Gesu fisso lo
sguardo su di lui, lo amo e gli disse: «Una cosa sola ti manca:
va’, vendi quello che hai e dallo ai poveri, e avrai un tesoro
in cielo; e vieni! Seguimi!». Ma a queste parole egli si fece
scuro in volto e se ne ando rattristato; possedeva infatti
molti beni. Gesu, volgendo lo sguardo attorno, disse ai suoi
discepoli: «Quanto é difficile, per quelli che possiedono
ricchezze, entrare nel regno di Diol». | discepoli erano
sconcertati dalle sue parole; ma Gesu riprese e disse loro:
«Figli, quanto é difficile entrare nel regno di Dio! E piu facile
che un cammello passi per la cruna di un ago, che un ricco
entri nel regno di Dio». Essi, ancora pil stupiti, dicevano tra
loro: «E chi puo essere salvato?». Ma Gesu, guardandoli in
faccia, disse: «Impossibile agli uomini, ma non a Dio! Perché
tutto e possibile a Dio».

Today’s Gospel about the rich young man address our
attitude toward possessions. Our possessions can become a
problem when we grasp them so close to our heart that
they replace the Son as the center of our vision. Rich or
poor, we often are preoccupied with concern about
acquiring more money, more possessions, more “things” to
make us happy. This is concerning because it means that
deep in our heart we believe (trust) that they are the key to
our security, comfort and happiness. True security, peace
and joy comes from our relationship with God, knowing that

he will look after every area of our lives.
