
October 21, 2018 - 29th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
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Today’s Gospel: Mark 10:35-45 James and John, the sons of 

Zebedee, came forward to him and said to him, “Teacher, 

we want you to do for us whatever we ask of you.” And he 

said to them, “What is it you want me to do for you?” And 

they said to him, “Grant us to sit, one at your right hand 

and one at your le", in your glory.” But Jesus said to them, 

“You do not know what you are asking. Are you able to 

drink the cup that I drink, or be bap'zed with the bap'sm 

that I am bap'zed with?” They replied, “We are able.” Then 

Jesus said to them, “The cup that I drink you will drink; and 

with the bap'sm with which I am bap'zed, you will be 

bap'zed; but to sit at my right hand or at my le" is not 

mine to grant, but it is for those for whom it has been 

prepared.” When the ten heard this, they began to be angry 

with James and John. So Jesus called them and said to 

them, “You know that among the Gen'les those whom 

they recognize as their rulers lord it over them, and their 

great ones are tyrants over them. But it is not so among 

you; but whoever wishes to become great among you must 

be your servant, and whoever wishes to be first among you 

must be slave of all. For the Son of Man came not to be 

served but to serve, and to give his life a ransom for many.” 

“Grant us to sit, one at your right hand and  

one at your le�, in your glory.”  

We are reminded that the path of discipleship is a process of 

growth, and not a plateau of godliness. When our sinful 

humanity is revealed we must remind ourselves that we are 

a work in progress, and that as we are brought closer to the 

light, defects are more easily seen. The disciples had been 

with Jesus for some 'me, in the very presence of the Son of 

God, yet in today’s Gospel, James and John’s selfish desire 

for grandeur and posi'on had not been eliminated from 

their lives, nor were the sinful response of pride and 

resentment by the other ten disciples. They too were in the 

process of growth and hadn’t “arrived”. For followers of 

Christ who also remain flawed and foolish, Jesus gives hope 

in this account of his dealings with James and John. For his 

grace is not extended only to the non-existent deserving and 

perfect of this world, but to all who choose to believe and 

trust in the cup of salva'on that he consumed on our behalf.

Potete bere 

il calice che io bevo, o essere ba<ezza' nel ba<esimo in cui 

io sono ba<ezzato?». Gli risposero: «Lo possiamo». E Gesù 

disse loro: «Il calice che io bevo, anche voi lo berrete, e nel 

ba<esimo in cui io sono ba<ezzato anche voi sarete 

ba<ezza'. Ma sedere alla mia destra o alla mia sinistra non 

sta a me concederlo; è per coloro per i quali è stato 

preparato». Gli altri dieci, avendo sen'to, cominciarono a 

indignarsi con Giacomo e Giovanni. Allora Gesù li chiamò a 

sé e disse loro: «Voi sapete che coloro i quali sono 

considera' i governan' delle nazioni dominano su di esse e i 

loro capi le opprimono. Tra voi però non è così; ma chi vuole 

diventare grande tra voi sarà vostro servitore, e chi vuole 

essere il primo tra voi sarà schiavo di tuB. Anche il Figlio 

dell’uomo infaB non è venuto per farsi servire, ma per 

servire e dare la propria vita in risca<o per mol'».
