A partial indulgence, applicable only
to the souls in purgatory, is granted to the faithful who: (a) devoutly visit a cemetery and pray for the dead;

(b) recite Lauds or Vespers from the Office of the Dead or the prayer ‘Eternal Rest’ [“Eternal rest grant unto them,
O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon them. May they rest in peace. Amen.” (From the Manual of Indulgences
approved by St. Paul VI and enriched by St. John Paul Il & Benedict XV1)]. To gain a plenary indulgence three
conditions must be fulfilled: (i) confession within three weeks, (ii) reception of Holy Communion and (iii) prayer for
the intentions of the Pope: the Apostles’ Creed, an Our Father, a Hail Mary and a Glory Be. An indulgence takes
away the temporal punishment due to sin, meaning that God loves us so much that he not only takes away the
guilt of our sins, but the punishment due to them, too.
