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A Reflection from Fr. Joseph

So, how are you today? Are you happy? Do you look at your life and feel it is good? In fact, that question is, in areal sense, the
most important question. In the end, it is not how much money we have, how many people like us or how much work we have
finished that matters; but rather how happy we are.

Although it might not seem so at first, this question is aprofoundly religious question. Because, as all people of faith know, our
ability to be happy, our ability tolivelife deeply isdirectly connected to our relationship with God. If we seek life and happiness,
we cannot find them apart from the Onewhoisthe source of all life and happiness. We cannot answer this ultimate question apart
from God. So how do we connect with God?How can wefind that joy? It is, at the sametime, both easier and more difficult than
we imagine. On one hand connecting with God is simple and accessible, on the other hand it is challenging and elusive.

Rabbi Abraham Heschel, one of the great religious thinkers of the last century, has said that only three things are necessary for
usto connect with God: God’ swillingnessto love us, the capacity of the human soul to receive that love, and amoment in which
those two realities can meet. Rabbi Heschel also insists that there is not atime in our lives when any one of those three things
ismissing. God always loves us. We are always capable of receiving that love, and there is always a moment in which we can
connect with God.

That iswhat today’ s Gospel is about. For in this Gospel, there was a man who runs up to Jesus and tries to connect to him. All
three things that are necessary are there. Jesus iswilling. He loves the man and offers to him joy and discipleship. Theman is
open. He has kept the commandments his entire life. He seeks Jesus out and asks for his direction and advice. The moment is
there, when Jesus and the man meet, where joy is offered and deeply desired. And yet—nothing happens. The man walks away
grieving. How isthis possible? How isit possible to have life and joy so freely offered and so deeply

desired and yet have nothing happen? =
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The simple answer is: something else got in the way. The Gospel says that the man |eft because he had
many possessions. We do not know what those possessionswere, but whatever they were, the man put é
them before what Jesus was offering. Whatever they were, they distracted him fromthelife and thejoy &
that Jesus was offering and that he so deeply desired.

So how are you today? Are you happy? If you are not, that could change. In this very moment, God is
offering you what you desire. In thismoment, thereislove and joy and beauty. Takeit! Donot turnand | ress T,
walk away. Do not placeanything between yourself and what God is offering. Accept what Godisgiving | ™4
you, and enter the kingdom of God. —
