Today’s Gospel: Mark 12:28-34 One of the scribes came
near and heard them disputing with one another, and seeing
that he answered them well, he asked him, “Which
commandment is the first of all?” Jesus answered, “The first
is, ‘Hear, O Israel: the Lord our God, the Lord is one; you
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all
your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your
strength.’ The second is this, ‘You shall love your neighbor as
yourself.” There is no other commandment greater than
these.” Then the scribe said to him, “You are right, Teacher;
you have truly said that ‘he is one, and besides him there is
no other’; and ‘to love him with all the heart, and with all
the understanding, and with all the strength,” and ‘to love
one’s neighbor as oneself,’—this is much more important
than all whole burnt offerings and sacrifices.” When Jesus
saw that he answered wisely, he said to him, “You are not
far from the kingdom of God.” After that no one dared to
ask him any question.

“You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart,

all your soul, all your mind and all your strength.”
Interestingly, Jesus, in giving a response to a scribe,
characterizes our lives as having four segments, heart, soul,
mind, and strength. Frequently, though, we find we do not
love God this comprehensively but amplify our love for God
in one way to the detriment of the others. We may love
devotedly but are weak on understanding, or have great
knowledge about God, but lack deep love. Perhaps we
express our love very emotionally while failing to attend to
people’s physical needs or do many kind deeds but have
little interest in putting effort into our prayer life. Jesus
teaches that this partial response is not sufficient. He
repeatedly uses the word “all” to communicate that our love
for God should encompass all parts of our being so that we
may truly love God with all our heart, all of our soul, all of
our mind and all of our strength.
