We are “One Voice” in the Prayers of the Faithful

How can we remind ourselves that we are all praying together as the One Body of
Christ? One way is to enter with greater unity into the prayer that is most the assembly’s
own —the “Prayer of the Faithful.” A famous liturgical scholar, Lucien Deiss, once wrote:

“This Prayer of the Faithful is called universal ... because all the
members of the celebrating community ... intercede for the needs of
all the people in the world. Between God and the nations of the world,
God has placed each Christian community, little as it may be. Between
God and the pain of humanity, God has placed the intercession of the
smallest community. The Prayer of the Faithful is the mystery of love

that binds this community to the universe.”

what our world most needs.

As the MC voices each intention, our reply as the assembly is Lord, hear our prayer. We
are lifting up to God our united, common prayer for that need, not our scattered
prayers.” When the opportunity to pray is opened to individual members,
the assembly’s prayer remains common and universal. If you are moved to pray aloud
for someone dear to you who is suffering, remember to extend that prayer to all those
experiencing the same need; for example, “For my aunt Maria, who was just diagnosed
with throat cancer, and for all those struggling with cancer.” Then we can all pray with
you, “Lord, hear our prayer,” trusting together that God’s hearing is sharp, eager to grant
