Why Do We Use Real Bread for Communion?

-—.fi‘/ For nearly 40 years, the UCC has used real, home-baked bread for the
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L\ celebration of the Eucharist. The General Instruction of the Roman Missal
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material for Eucharistic celebration truly have the appearance of food,"
because:

e Our Eucharistic meal is meant to be real "food for the journey" - Jesus gives himself
in bread and wine to nourish and sustain us as we try to live as Christians.

e When the consecrated loaf is broken into many pieces to be shared, we are
reminded that in receiving those pieces, we are joined in the one Body of Christ.

e Since we bake our own bread (using a recipe from the Los Angeles Archdiocese), the
gift we offer at the Preparation of the Gifts is truly the "work of (our own) human
hands."

However, since we use real bread, we need also to be vigilant about crumbs. When you
receive the precious body of Christ, please take care to consume all of the consecrated
bread that you receive. Watch the bulletin for the next communal bread-baking, and
join us in this important Eucharistic work.
