Why Do We Process from Back to Front?

Archbishop Emeritus Cardinal Mahony’s document, “Gather Faithfully

Together: A Guide for Sunday Mass,” emphasizes the idea of the whole

% -E___ assembled Body of Christ — that is, all of us — processing forward
together to receive the Body and Blood of Christ in consecrated bread

and wine. As we stand or kneel, we remain singing together throughout

the Communion Rite to emphasize that we are receiving Holy Communion together. This

united procession takes place from back to front so that everyone moves through our

singing community as they make their way to the altar to receive the Eucharist. This
practice is aligned with other Catholic parishes in the Los Angeles Archdiocese, and also
makes symbolically visible the words of Jesus, “the last shall be first.” It allows the UCC

community to realize more fully our collective journey toward receiving Christ.
