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Today’s Gospel: Mark 13:24-32 “But in those days, a�er 

that suffering, the sun will be darkened, and the moon will 

not give its light, and the stars will be falling from heaven, 

and the powers in the heavens will be shaken. Then they 

will see ‘the Son of Man coming in clouds’ with great power 

and glory. Then he will send out the angels, and gather his 

elect from the four winds, from the ends of the earth to the 

ends of heaven. “From the fig tree learn its lesson: as soon 

as its branch becomes tender and puts forth its leaves, you 

know that summer is near. So also, when you see these 

things taking place, you know that he is near, at the very 

gates. Truly I tell you, this genera'on will not pass away 

un'l all these things have taken place. Heaven and earth will 

pass away, but my words will not pass away. “But about 

that day or hour no one knows, neither the angels in 

heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father.”

King, the visit with cosmic signs and events as a means of 

announcement. The King will arrive on the clouds in a way 

that reflects his power and glory. Then he will send his 

angels to go throughout the world to gather all the faithful. 

The cosmic signs of a darkened sun and moon, falling stars 

and shaken heavens are frightening but Jesus challenges us 

to trust God with the future. Anxiety and fear are fu'le 

responses to a situa'on that requires faith.  He is 

trustworthy. We are called to wait in ac've an'cipa'on for 

the glorious and triumphant return of Jesus, our King.
