 This weekend and next are Commitment Weekends for the 
Called to Renew Campaign. You will be given an oppor-
tunity during Mass to fill out a pledge card and make a com-
mitment to this important effort. As you are aware our par-
ish has been working on this campaign for several weeks. 
The purpose of the campaign is to raise $500 million to 
strengthen parishes, serve the vulnerable, support priestly 
vocations, and invest in the faith of future generations. I 
know that $500 million is a lot of money, but keep in mind 
that all 302 parishes, missions, and Catholic Centers in the 
Archdiocese will participate in the campaign. I am pleased 
to share with you that many Catholic lay leaders have 
stepped forward and have already pledged more than $208 
million dollars. So, we are well on our way to reaching our 
campaign goal. 

Our parish is one of 19 parishes currently participating in 
the pilot wave of the campaign. Each parish has been given 
a target goal. The goal for St. Cyril of Jerusalem is $1 mil-
lion. I am very pleased to tell you, that we have already 
received 55 gifts totaling $818,685. That is nearly 82% of 
our goal! 

Fifty percent (50%) of all funds raised here at St. Cyril of 
Jerusalem will remain with our parish to address the follow-
ing needs: 

♦ Install new Heating/air conditioning in the Church. 

♦ Roofing on the church is past its life expectancy and 
needs to be replaced, ideally as we replace the HVAC. 

♦ Renovate the church rectory which is in dire need of 
upgrades and repairs. 

♦ Our Parish School has modular buildings that we use for 
classrooms which are now passed their warranty and 
need to be replaced. 

♦ Install a new sound system in the church. 

I want to thank the members of our Campaign Executive 
Committee, as well as our campaign Ambassadors, who 
have been working so hard with me over the past several 
weeks to ensure our campaign success to date. I would also 
like to thank those families who have so generously made a 
pledge commitment to the campaign. Thank you for your 
generosity. I truly appreciate your support.  

Now, I am asking the rest of you to join our efforts by mak-
ing a pledge to the campaign to be paid over five years. We 
are aiming for 100% participation! If we go over our goal, 
100% off the funds above goal return to our parish. So the 
more we raise, the more our parish will benefit. Your sup-
port will ensure that Saint Cyril of Jerusalem Parish can 
continue carrying out its mission for generations to come!  

This time of year is often called the season of giving. I hope 
that many of our parish families will include Saint Cyril’s in 
your charitable giving this holiday season by making a 
pledge commitment to Called to Renew!
