 Some of us are old enough to remember a time when our 
Catholic schools and parishes were staffed by dedicated 
sisters, brothers, and priests of various religious orders who 
dedicated their lives to the service of others. Here at St. 
Cyril’s, we’ve been blessed by the presence of the Sisters 
of Saint Joseph of Carondolet (SCJ) who founded Saint Cyril 
school in 1950 and have been in our community ever since. 
Today, we have three retired SCJ Sisters living in our con-
vent and still serving our parish and school on a volunteer 
basis. What a blessing they are to our community! 
  
I’m sure many of us can recall a religious sister, brother, or 
priest who had a positive impact on our life. Growing up in 
Flint, Michigan, I was taught by the Sisters of the Immacu-
late Heart of Mary (IHM). Those dedicated women religious 
definitely had a positive impact on my life and influenced 
my vocation to the priesthood later in life.  
  
The sad reality is that these dedicated religious women and 
men often worked for little or no pay which has now left a 
shortage of funds to provide for their retirement needs. 
Like many Americans, religious communities face rising re-
tirement and health-care costs and often struggle to pro-
vide for elderly members.  
  
Historically, Catholic sisters, brothers, and religious order 
priests—known collectively as women and men religious—
received small stipends that just met the needs of the day. 
Any surplus funds were reinvested in ministry and the edu-
cation of younger members. As a result, hundreds of U.S. 
religious communities lack adequate retirement savings. 
  
At the same time, the income available to support older 
religious is decreasing. Currently, earnings from the minis-
tries of younger religious cover a significant portion of 
eldercare expenses, but the number of religious able to 
serve in compensated ministry is rapidly diminishing. 
  
During the early to mid-twentieth century, the Catholic 
Church in the U.S. experienced a surge in vocations to reli-
gious life, with numbers peaking in the mid-1960s. Care for 
elderly members was provided largely by younger ones. 
Over time, however, the number of vocations decreased 
while lifespans increased. The result is far fewer younger 
members available to support the retirement and eldercare 
needs of senior members. The total cost of care for senior 
women and men religious in the United States has exceeded 
$1 billion annually for each of the last 10 years.
